Reference Group and advocating on behalf of all Glen Waverley
Traders to the SRL Authority.




The Glen Waverley mission
statement below outlines our
association’s goal:

Currently, membership to the Glen Waverley Traders
Association costs only $150 per year. To keep up with
our competitors, we are proposing to establish an
annual levy which most larger strip centres operate under across Melbourne. The levy will be administered
by the City of Monash with funds provided to the Glen Waverley Traders Association in instalments, upon
presentation of an annual marketing plan and reporting to council on the expenditure of the funds. Our
Association is wanting to establish a moderate and affordable levy for a centre of our size.

-Lights 5%
-Cinema Advertising 5%
-Graffiti Removal 5%
-Shopping Bags 4%
