correction Order

Reasons

1 By order dated 6 December 2021, the Tribunal ordered that the council’s decision to refuse to grant an amended permit be set aside and an amended permit be granted. 

2 I delivered an oral decision at the hearing and a written order followed. As part of my oral decision, I found that the proposal was acceptable but subject to the inclusion of an additional condition to remove a proposed internal wall. That condition was accidentally omitted from the Order.

3 By email letter dated 8 December 2021, the council drew the Tribunal’s attention to what it suggested was an error within the Tribunal’s order, and submitted that the order should be corrected.  

4 The suggested error was that Appendix A to the order, which included the conditions to be included on the amended permit, omitted the condition upon which my decision to grant an amended permit was predicated.

5 Section 119 of the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal Act 1998 provides that the Tribunal may correct an order made by it if the order contains:

a a clerical mistake;

b an error arising from an accidental slip or omission;

c a material miscalculation of figures or a material mistake in the description of any person, thing or matter referred to in the order; or

d a defect of form.

6 I am satisfied that a mistake or error has occurred here by the omission of the condition upon which my decision was predicated. I therefore find it appropriate to authorise a correction of the order.
